In 2010, for the 20th consecutive season, the Big Sky Conference Basketball Championship will use a six-team 
postseason tournament format to determine its champion and representative into the 65-team NCAA Division 
I Basketball Championship.  The first round games of the 2010 championship will be played on campus sites 
Saturday, March 6.  The No. 3 seed will host the No. 6 seed and the No. 4 seed will host the No. 5 seed.  The 
semifinals and championship will be hosted by the regular-season champion on March 9 and 10.  

     The Big Sky Conference has determined its champion and NCAA representative with a championship at the 
conclusion of the regular season every year since the 1975-76 campaign.  Prior to the current format, the Big Sky 
conducted its championship with all eight league teams competing from 1984 through 1988.  Nine different teams 
have won the Big Sky Conference Championship and the right to represent the league in the NCAA Tournament by 
winning the postseason event.
