OFFENSE - ANDRE HARRIS, RB, NORTHERN COLORADO

Harris, a 6-foot, 215-pound junior from 
Woodland Hills, Calif., carried the ball 20 
times for 152 yards with two touchdowns 
as the Bears snapped a seven-game los-
ing streak with a 31-12 victory over the 
University of San Diego. Harris averaged 
7.6 yards per carry, ripping off non-scor-

ing runs of 39 and 45 yards. Harris scored on a 7-yard run with 
11:43 to play to put the Bears up 24-12. He capped the scor-
ing with a 19-yard run with 7:59 to play. Harris also caught 
four passes for 37 yards, giving him 189 all-purpose yards. 
This is the first Player of the Week honor for Harris. 

DEFENSE - TRUMAINE JOHNSON, CB, MONTANA

Johnson, a 6-3, 197-pound sophomore from 
Stockton, Calif., intercepted two passes in the 
end zone, tallied six tackles – one for a loss 
– and a pass breakup in the fifth-ranked Griz-
zlies’ come-from-behind 17-10 road victory 
over UC Davis. Johnson halted the Aggies’ 
first drive when he intercepted quarterback 
Greg Denham in the end zone. He also ended 
the Aggies’ final drive and secured the victory 
by intercepting Denham in the end zone on 
a fourth-down play with 51 seconds to play. 

This is the first Player of the Week honor for Johnson.
SPECIAL TEAMS - ZACH BROWN, K, PORTLAND STATE

Brown, a 6-foot-1, 180-pound fresh-
man from Keizer, Ore., booted field 
goals of 52 and 46 yards in Portland 
State’s 34-10 victory over Southern 
Oregon. Brown’s 52-yard field goal 

came in the second quarter and put 
the Vikings up 17-3. It was the longest field goal by a Port-
land State kicker in 22 years and was 3-yards shy of tying the 
school record. Brown added the 46-yarder in the fourth quarter. 
Brown was also 4-for-4 on extra points and finished the game 
with 10 points.

RN BKNRD9 Weber State is off to an 0-2 start with losses to Wyoming and 
Colorado State of the Mountain West Conference. Saturday’s 24-23 loss 
to Colorado State is especially painful. The Wildcats drove to the Colorado 
State 9-yard line with an impressive 17 play, 70-yard drive where they con-
verted two fourth-down plays. With roughly one minute to play, the Wild-
cats were on the verge of attempting a potential-game winning field goal. 
On third down, the center/quarterback exchange went bad, and Colorado 
State recovered the fumble to secure the win. Weber State had 25 first 
downs to 12 for Colorado State. The Wildcats had the ball for more than 38 
minutes. WSU was hurt by two interceptions, a missed extra point and a 
missed 34-yard field goal in the first quarter. Weber State lost both games 
by a combined eight points. In those games, Weber State committed eight 
turnovers. 

KHFGSR NTS9 Montana’s 17-10 come-from-behind victory over UC Davis 
ended in a bizarre fashion. With UC Davis about to run a fourth-down play 
from the Montana 12-yard line with 57 seconds to play, the lights went out 
at Aggie Stadium. After a roughly 20-minute delay, Montana’s Trumaine 
Johnson intercepted a pass in the end zone to secure the win. Montana 
trailed 10-0 midway through the third quarter, but got touchdowns from 
wide receiver Sam Gratton and Chase Reynolds to take a 14-10 lead. Brodie 
McKnight added a field goal. Montana improved to 34-2 in regular-season 
games since the start of the 2006 season. It was Montana’s 107th victory 
of the decade.

KHFGSHMF RSQHJDR SVHBD9 Touchdown passes of 90-plus yards are a rar-
ity, so its certainly noteworthy that Portland State’s Drew Hubel threw two 
90-plus yard touchdown passes on the Vikings first five offensive plays in 
their 34-10 victory over Southern Oregon. On the Vikings’ second offensive 
play, Hubel threw a screen pass to Aaron Woods, who raced 96 yards for 
the touchdown. On Hubel’s second completion, he hit Lavonte Kirven on a 
deep pass at about the 50-yard line. Kirven took it the rest of the way. The 
96-yarder  was the longest pass play in the Big Sky in 10 years, since Port-
land State’s Jimmy Blanchard and Terry Charles hooked up for a 99-yard TD 
pass. Hubel finished the game with 370 passing yards for four touchdowns. 
He completed just 12 passes for an average of 30.8 yards per completion. 
His 12 completions did not qualify him for an NCAA record, which requires 
a minimum of 15. The record for 15-19 completions is 28.5 yards set by 
Grambling’s Kendrick Nord in 1994. The record for 20 or more completions 
is 24.2 set by Delaware’s Matt Nagy in 1998.

@SSDMC@MBD QDBNQC9 Idaho State played in front of an announced atten-
dance of 84,749 last Saturday at Oklahoma’s Memorial Stadium. It was the 
largest crowd ever to witness a Big Sky Conference team play. The previous 
mark was 79,438 set in 2007 when Texas A&M played host to Montana 
State. Idaho State has played in front of 127,337 fans in its two games this 
season against Arizona State and Oklahoma. In 12 games in 2008, Idaho 
State played in front of a total of 123,550 fans. 

R@F@QHM TOC@SD9 The Big Sky Conference is ranked second among FCS 
conferences in this week’s Sagarin Ratings, behind the Colonial. Montana 
is ranked 72nd overall and fifth among FCS teams. Eastern Washington is 
94th overall and sixth among FCS teams. Northern Arizona (19), Weber 
State (24), Portland State (25) and Idaho State (29) are other Big Sky teams 
ranked in the top 30 among FCS teams.
